THE VALUE PROGRAMMED AT FACTORY IS CELSIUS, TO CHANGE TO FAHRENHEIT:  

1. - With the DISPENSER OFF, turn the SWITCH OF IGNITION to position I. 

2. - While in the screen we can visualize 888, simultaneously press the keys BAJAR (DOWN) and MARCHA (ON), until in 
the screen indicates End. 

 

3. - Repeat the points 1 and 2 to return to celsius. 

 

LITRES OR GALLONS  

THE VALUE PROGRAMMED AT FACTORY IS LITERS. TO CHANGE TO GALLONS (87) : 

1. - Before you turn on the water meter hold the SUBIR (UP) and BAJAR (DOWN) keys and then turn on the machine. 

2. -  Turn the machine on. You should see a yellow light indicating you are now in program/menu mode. 

3. - Enter 87 by pressing SUBIR (UP) or BAJAR (DOWN). 

4. - In order confirm the value, press the SUBIR (UP) and BAJAR (DOWN) keys simultaneously. 

 

TO CHANGE TO LITERS (23).  

1. - Before you turn on the water meter hold the SUBIR (UP) and BAJAR (DOWN) keys and then turn on the machine. 

2. - Turn the machine on. You should see a yellow light indicating you are now in program/menu mode. 

3. - Enter 23 by pressing SUBIR (UP) or BAJAR (DOWN). 

4. - In order confirm the value, press the SUBIR (UP) and BAJAR (DOWN) keys simultaneously. 
 
TO CHANGE TO IMPERIAL GALLONS (105):

MAINTENANCE 
 

The BakeMax Water Meter requires practically no maintenance. This next portion of the book however will 

provide useful tips on how to keep your water meter in good working order. 
 

 

 

 
Before performing any operation of maintenance, please ensure that it is disconnected from 

the the current. 
 

 

Clean the filter of impurities periodically. In the filter impurities from the water are deposited. Cleaning it 

will prevent the impurities from arriving at the electro-valve. 

 
 

Periodically extract the dirt of all its parts, avoiding those that  cover the screen and the keyboard. Do not 

place containers with liquids or substances that can fall on the water meter.

ǅ In order to place the dispenser, you mark drills indicated for the fixation of the apparatus in wall, 

according to figure 1. 
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WATER CONNECTION  
 

When making the water connection you must consider the direction of the circulation of the water, indicated 

in the dispenser. Figure 2. Connect the entrance to the water take-in. The water entrance, is 3/4 inch. 

 

Connect the exit of the dispenser to a pipe so it arrives the water until the wished place. The exit of the

dispenser indicates the voltage and frequency of its dispenser.

ǅ If the equipment does not turn on, please verify the fuse of protection located in the electrical housing. In 

the case of being defective, replace it with a 2 Amp fuse.

3. Select the liters/gallons wished by means of the UP BUTTON AND DOWN BUTTON 

 

4. - In order to begin the metering process press the ON key. It will begin to leave water and the liters/gallons will be discounted. 
When arrive at 0, the closing of the liquid passage is automatic 

5. - In order to repeat the process, press the up button or down button to visualize the last preselected liters/gallons. In order to 
begin the metering process to repeat points 3. and 4. 

6. - If during the process, for whatever reason you desired to interrupt the exit of water, press the "OFF" button. The metering is 
interrupted, and the remaining liters/gallons stay in preselection. If you wish to continue the process, press "ON" button. If you 
wishes to begin a new cycle, to repeat points 3. and 4. 

7. - During the metering process you can visualize the flow in the installation, pressing simultaneously the keys UP and DOWN. 

(Litres /gallons min) 

 

8.-In the screen of the digital thermometer we can see the water temperature . 

If the degrees are Fahrenheit, to indicate more than 99 the numbers are intermittent, 23 intermittent is 123. 

It is not re-commended to use the water to temperature superior to 99° Fahrenheit If they wish to use water to superior temperature 

to ask for it 

OPERATION  

1. - Drive the IGNITIONS WITCH to position I 

2. - Within 3 seconds you will see in the screen 888
